DONGPO-STYLE BRAISED PORK BELLY

Pork belly, Shaoxing wine, soy sauce, green onions, ginger, bok choy

WHOLE STEAMED LOCAL REEF FISH

Steamed whole local reef fish, scallions, ginger, Asian herbs

SEAFOOD LONGEVITY NOODLES

Wok-tossed Yi Mien noodles, shiitake mushrooms, garlic chives, prawns

MANGO STICKY RICE

Mango, sweet sticky rice, toasted coconut
